1. PHILOSOPHY AND OBJECTIVES OF THE SCHOOL/DEPARTMENT

PHILOSOPHY
The programme is intended to nurture students of Architecture by prioritizing environmentally sustainable design elements. This then will help Produce competent, creative, skilled, and versatile architects capable of addressing a broad spectrum of challenges in designing and constructing spaces for human activities, understanding and solving complex technical and environmental problems, and coordinating various professional inputs for holistic environmental development.

OBJECTIVES
The specific objectives of the Architecture programme at Elizade University are:
i. Providing a top-tier professional education focused on instilling core principles and fundamental architectural knowledge, fostering awareness, and developing the skills to design, coordinate, and execute projects.
ii. Equipping the student with a comprehensive understanding of the environmental, social, economic, and technological factors that influence design and construction in the built environment
iii. Fostering in students the acquisition of comprehensive knowledge, positive attitudes, specialized skills, and character attributes, such that upon graduation, they are equipped to seamlessly integrate insights from allied professions, effectively coordinate, and exert control over the design and construction processes.
iv. Creating enabling environments that will foster an active interest in research and development in architecture and related fields;
v. Provide the student with entrepreneurial knowledge and skills to enable him/her to be self-reliant.

2. GENERAL ENTRY REQUIREMENTS 
i. Basic Requirements
A Candidate seeking admission into the Architecture programme of Elizade University should obtain five (5) minimum credits at the School Certificate or GCE Ordinary level/ National Business and Technical Examinations Board (NABTEB) at not more than two (2) sittings in the following subjects: English Language, Mathematics, Physics, and any two of Technical Drawing, Economics, Chemistry, Geography, or Biology.

ii. Normal Admission Procedure
a. Unified Tertiary Matriculation Examination (UTME) 
An acceptable level of performance at the UTME is required for admission to the programme. The candidate is required to take the following subjects at the UTME: English Language, Mathematics, Physics and any one of these: - Chemistry, Economics. Biology or Geography.
b. [bookmark: _Hlk168422370]Direct Entry 
· A candidate who fulfils the O’level requirements in (a) above and who holds an Ordinary National Diploma (OND) Certificate in Architecture, at Upper Credits level or JUPEB A-LEVEL Studies Certificate (Mathematics, Physics & Geography/Economics) may be considered for direct entry into 200 level.

· A candidate who fulfils the O’level requirements in (a) above and who holds a Higher National Diploma (HND) Certificate in Architecture, at Upper Credits level may be at advantage to be considered for direct entry into 200 level.

Transfer Conditions/Requirements  
A student may be considered for transfer from another programme at Elizade University or from another University to Elizade University at 200 level, provided the candidate has attained a CGPA of not less than 2.5 with no carryover.

Programme Duration 
The duration of the programme is eight (8) academic semesters for UTME students and six (6) semesters for students who are direct entry students, leading to the award of the Bachelor of Science degree in Architecture. 
UTME Admission: 4 years (8 Semesters); maximum: 12 Semesters.
Direct Entry (200 Level): 3 years (6 Semesters); maximum: 10 Semesters

a. Graduation Requirements
The Department of Architecture shall offer a two-tier degree programme. The first-tier is a minimum of Four (4) Academic Sessions (8 Semesters) duration while, the second-tier is a minimum of Two (2) Academic Sessions (4 Semesters) duration which prequalifies the candidate to be registrable with ARCON. We are currently running the first-tier.

· UTME 
For a UTME student to graduate in B.Sc. (Hons.) Architecture programme, the student must take and pass a minimum of 151 Credit Units including 147 compulsory Credit Units.



· Direct Entry 
For a student to graduate in B.Sc. (Hons.) Architecture programme, the student must take and pass a minimum of 112 Credit Units comprising 108 compulsory Credit Units and 4 units of elective courses.
